	Root Preservation Treatments:
	Air-drying (controlled). Slow drying to stabilise the structure before any treatment.
	Beeswax–Carnauba Wax Finish. Plant-based wax blend for flexibility, moisture resistance, and a skin-like surface.
	Selective Bio-Resin Anchoring. Low-VOC bio-resin applied only at attachment points for structural strength.
